The attention of members is in-
vited especially to the new Con-
stitution of the Association pub-
lished in the Association Progress
department in this issue. The an-
nual Commencement meeting of
the Association is abandoned but
meetings of the Association mem-
bers may be called by the executive
board .
Most vital change is ,in assur-

ing continuity of policy of the ex-
ecutive board through three-year
terms . In the past, the entire per-
sonnel of the board was changed
annually . A change in the right
direction was made last year when
it was assured that the retiring
president of the Association should
serve as a member of the board
ex-officio. That made the former
president and the executive secre-
tary as two continuing members .
Now, however, the board will have
each year a larger number of mem-
bers who are !familiar with the
many problems which face it.
And these problems are many, you
may be assured. Members of the
board have been taking their task
seriously . They come from long
distances in many cases to attend
meetings which have for their ob-
ject the welfare of the university
and the Association . It is this un-
faltering loyalty which has made
this depression year one of progress
for the Association .

In many respects, the Univer-
sity of Oklahoma Association closes
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the school year this time stronger
than it has ever been before-and
this in spite of a national depres-
sion . A loyalty to school which
many dreamed impossible in Ok-
lahoma has been manifest to the
heartening of all who have worked
at what oftimes appeared to be the
thankless task of directing alumni
affairs .

Great hopes are put in the pro-
ject of an all-Oklahoma day next
fall . We say next fall, for it was
the consensus of opinion of Asso-
ciation members at the annual
meeting that the day should be in
the fall, coming shortly before
Homecoming.
Here is the plan in brief, de-

scribed in greater detail elsewhere .
On a certain day, yet to be se-
lected, alumni in all Oklahoma
cities where there are three or
more alumni (and by alumni we
mean every student who has at-
tended one or more semesters at
the University of Oklahoma) live
are to meet in an annual banquet .
These banquets will be linked di-
rectly to the university campus
through WNAD radio station (or
some other station, if plans re-
quire) . President Bizzell, Presi-
dent Westfall, Secretary Cleckler,
Coach Hardage and others, will
speak to alumni all over the state .
Then, it is hoped, there will be the
glee club of the university to bring
some of the old campus airs back
to those whose college days are
past and it is hoped that Bill
Schmidt, '12 mus., will lead an all-
state singing of Boomer Sooner
over the air . Wherever possible,
this link-up with the university
will be supplemented with speak-
ers from the university faculty .
What do you think of this plan?

It met with immediate enthusiasm
at the annual meeting. It gives
Oklahomans one big day to cele-
brate .
