Husbands Go," this trouble had been
corrected completely . She was master of
the show from curtain to curtain and
without her personality as a background,
"As Husbands Go" would never have
received the favorable mention it was
given. Here, as in her other parts, she
was associated with the tragic muse .
Her stage personality, as it has been

developed at the University, has been
suggestive of Katherine Cornell. Discus-
sions of her performances have even led
to comparisons with Sarah Siddens.
As recognition for Playhouse perform-

ances, she was initiated to Buffalo Mask .
