CAPT. KENNETH TAYLOR, ’40, Hominy, Dis-
tinguished Service Cross for extraordinary heroism in
action over the Island of Oahu, Territory of Hawait, on
December 7, 1941; Purple Heart for injuries received
in south Pacific.

LT. MARSHALL J. ANDERSON, ’37, Oklahoma
City, Distinguished Service Cross for gallantry in ac-
tion January 17, 1942 in the Philippines. Killed in ac-
tion two days later.

LT. FRANCIS R. THOMPSON, ’40, El Reno, Dis-
tinguished Flying Cross for ferrying a flight of bombers
from Honolulu to the Philippines a few months before
the war broke out.
