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Faculty

F. S. E. Amos, one of the first four mem-
bers of the University faculty, died Janu-
ary 9 at Gilman Hot Springs, California.
Mr. Amos, who was educated in Texas,
was first appointed to the faculty in 1892, -
when the University was still a territorial
institution. He resigned in 1895 to move

to Vinita, where he became prominent as

editor of the Vinita Leader. He retained
his interest in the newspaper while serv-
ing as Governor Cruce’s confidential sec-
retary from 1910 to 1913. Later he was
city manager of Vinita for six years, re-
turning to the University faculty in 1925
as professor of government, with years of
practical political experience behind ‘him,
In 1939 he retired and moved to Califor-
nia to find relief froma severe asthmatic
condition. With his death only one of
the four first members of the faculty re-
mains, Edwin DeBarr.
