But after the war, when these big fac-

tories get back into peacetime production, there will

be goods for everyone . There will be a "buyer's"

market . Prices will be reasonable, money will have

much greater purchasingpower than ever. Doesn't

this help explain why it is PROFITABLE as well

as patriotic to save all the money one can, and put

it into Government War Bonds?
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
