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ARE Oklahoma schools and colleges
again to be threatened with political

interference?

Unfortunately, Oklahoma's system of
higher education has been dragged into
the present campaign . That is most de-
plorable . That is whyH. C. Jones is most
emphatic when he declares :

"Hands off our schools and colleges!
They must be free to grow and develop,
serving the young people of Oklahoma,
without political interference . They shall
be free of such interference under my
administration ."

Lacking the advantages of extensive
formal education, H. C. Jones probably
has a deeper appreciation of those ad-
vantages than any other candidate in the
field for governor . Jones was less than 6
months old when his father died . Reared
by his widowed mother, H. C. was 12
years old before he got to enroll in public
school . Much of his training was in the
"college of hard knocks."

But Mrs. Jones and his two daughters
are graduates of O.U ., and his only son
was a student at the university when he
was called to the service .

"Oklahoma can well be proud of her
university and schools and colleges," he
asserts . "I shall bend every effort to make
the state more proud of these institutions
in the years ahead."
