Lt. Ralph H. Boyd
Killed in Airlift Crash

During World War 11 Lt. Ralph H. Bovd, '34-
7, was shot down in 1944 while on a bombing

raid over France. He survived the crash and was
captured by the Germans, but managed to escape,
living with a French family for several months as
a “deaf and dumb” relative, untl he got passage
to England. He was discharged in 1945,

On January 12 Lt. Boyvd was killed in a Berlin

airlift plane crash near Rheim Main airport in
Germany, He re-entered the air force in Octo-
ber, 1948,

He is survived by his wife, Mrs, Wanda Bovd,
Fort Worth, Texas and his parents, Mr, and Mrs.
I. V. Boyd, Henrietta, Texas.

While at the University Bovd was a member of
the band, playing trombone, and was firstbaseman
on the varsity baseball team.

From the time of his discharge
tober, 1948, Bovd was emploved by
Airlines in Dallas and New York.

He was frst pilot of the C-54 cargo plane which
crashed near Frankfurt, Germany.

The purpose of the fund is to provide emer-
gency awards to graduate geology students, It was
established anonomously by a friend of Edward
Sethiff.

Memorial scholarships have been established in
the memory of Lt. Warrne H. Finlev, "39bus, by
his mother, Mrs. B. E. Finley, Pampa, Tex
