Digging deep into each of his char-
acters, the author gives shape to their most personal thoughts
and emotions, exposing them for all the world to see. Sometimes
the reader feels he is learning more about the character than he
really wants to know . Scott/Hill can be pardoned if his dialogue
is occasionally a bit too folksy, for he is effectively giving life to a
dying Oklahoma town--one of those places where "nothing ever
happens." This book corrects that misconception ; plenty happens
in just such a town even in the short time allotted to the Long
Summer. -CPR

in making history, and almost every session of hand-me-down
tales ends with the remark that "someone ought to write a book
about grandfather."
